Sub: Postings of new recruited S.A.'s at outstations.

         Respected Sir,

     

DGM office had recently decided the postings of new recruited S.A.'s which was earlier prerogative of respective DDGM of each RMC as assigned by DGM NEW DELHI till 1994. In RMC Mumbai, transfer of S.O. and S.A. started from 1994 after recruitment stopped.  At that time administration started transfers of S.O. and S.A. after the agreement between both unions and administration. Since then Union supported administration for smooth functioning & operations of outstations. In spite of acute shortage, administration was successful in smooth running of outstations due to burden shouldered by staff in office interest. Staffs claiming/volunteering for certain stations were given choice station on rotational basis. The whole policy is likely to get disturbed due to recent direct postings from HQ. 

        
  
Our observations are:

         1) Out of 22 new recruited S.A.'s postings, 18 postings are justified whereas 4 postings are 

   needed to be changed.

         2) It is surprise to note that in new postings 2 staffs are posted to M.O. Keshod & M. O. Keshod 

             is closed in 2007 due to closure of airport.

         3) Also as per our policy, rotational transfers are due in April’13 and there is long queue for 

  Vadodara as per choice station policy. Due to acute shortage we have requested  

  administration to keep one post vacant at most of the stations and staff are requested to    

  adjust till new recruitment. In recent postings we have requested administration to post staff,  

  excluding such choice station. Unfortunately one staff is posted to Vadodara.

        4) Similarly one staff is posted to Sangli, which take only 2 observations, doesn't have any 

             infrastructure and can be managed by one staff, which is already there.

     

       
We would like to remind about similar kind of posting to stations like Karad, Latur and Sangli was issued during transfers of  S.A. in 13.04.2012.
